INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

CONSULTANT shall procure and maintain for the duration of the contract insurance against claims for injuries to
persons or damages to property which may arise from or in connection with the performance of the work
hereunder by the CONSULTANT, its agents, representatives, or employees.

MINIMUM SCOPE AND LIMIT OF INSURANCE
Coverage shall be at least as broad as:

1. Commercial General Liability (CGL): Insurance Services Otfice Form CG 00 01 covering CGL on
an “occurrence” basis for bodily injury and property damage, including products-completed
operations, personal injury and advertising injury, with limits no less than $1,000,000 per occurrence.
If a general aggregate limit applies, either the general aggregate limit shall apply separately to this
project/location or the general aggregate limit shall be twice the required occurrence limit.

2. Automobile Liability: Insurance Services Office Form Number CA 0001 covering, Code 1 (any
auto), or if CONSULTANT has no owned autos, Code 8 (hired) and 9 (nonowned), with limit no less
than $1,000,000 per accident for bodily injury and property damage.

3. Workers’ Compensation insurance as required by the State of California, with Statutory Limits, and
Employer’s Liability Insurance with limit of no less than $1,000,000 per accident for bodily injury or
disease.

4, 4 Professional Liability (Errors and Omissions) Insurance appropriates to the CONSULTANT’s

profession, with limit no less than $1,000,000 per occurrence or claim, $2,000,000 aggregate.

If the CONSULTANT maintains higher limits than the minimums shown above, the Entity requires and shall be
entitled to coverage for the higher limits maintained by the contractor. Any available insurance proceeds in excess
of the specified minimum limits of insurance and coverage shall be available to the Entity.

Other Insurance Provisions
The insurance policies are to contain, or be endorsed to contain, the following provisions:

Additional Insured Status

The Entity, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers are to be covered as additional insureds on the auto
policy with respect to liability arising out of antomobiles owned, leased, hired or borrowed by or on behalf of the
CONSULTANT; and on the CGL policy with respect to liability arising out of work or operations performed by
or on behalf of the CONSULTANT including materials, parts, or equipment furnished in connection with such
work or operations. General liability coverage can be provided in the form of an endorsement to the
CONSULTANT’s insurance (at least as broad as ISO Form CG 20 10, 11 85 or both CG 20 10 and CG 20 37
forms if later revisions used).

Primary Coverage
For any claims related to this contract, the CONSULTANT’s insurance coverage shall be primary insurance as
respects the Entity, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers. Any insurance or self-insurance maintained



by the Entity, its officers, officials, employees, or volunteers shall be excess of the CONSULTANT’s insurance
and shall not contribute with it.

Notice of Cancellation
Each insurance policy required above shall state that coverage shall not be canceled, except with notice to the
Entity.

Waiver of Subrogation

CONSULTANT hereby grants to Entity a waiver of any right to subrogation which any insurer of said
CONSULTANT may acquire against the Entity by virtue of the payment of any loss under such insurance.
CONSULTANT agrees to obtain any endorsement that may be necessary to effect this waiver of subrogation, but
this provision applies regardless of whether or not the Entity has received a waiver of subrogation endorsement
from the insurer.

Deductibles and Self-Insured Retentions

Any deductibles or self-insured retentions must be declared to and approved by the Entity. The Entity may require
the CONSULTANT to provide proof of ability to pay losses and related investigations, claim administration, and
defense expenses within the retention.

Acceptability of Insurers

Insurance is to be placed with insurers with a current A.M. Best’s rating of no less than A:VII, unless otherwise
acceptable to the Entity.

Claims Made Policies
If any of the required policies provide coverage on a claims-made basis:
1. The Retroactive Date must be shown and must be before the date of the contract or the beginning of
contract work.
2. Insurance must be maintained and evidence of insurance must be provided for af least five (5) years after
completion of the contract of work.
3. If coverage is canceled or non-renewed, and not replaced with another claims-made policy form with a
Retroactive Date prior to the contract effective date, the CONSULTANT must purchase “extended
reporting” coverage for a minimum of five (5) years after completion of contract work.

Verification of Coverage

CONSULTANT shall furnish the Entity with original certificates and amendatory endorsements or copies of the
applicable policy language effecting coverage required by this clause. All certificates and endorsements are to be
received and approved by the Entity before work commences. However, failure to obtain the required documents
prior to the work beginning shall not waive the CONSULTANT’s obligation to provide them. The Entity reserves
the right to require complete, certified copies of all required insurance policies, including endorsements required
by these specifications, at any time.

Subcontractors
CONSULTANT shall require and verify that all subcontractors maintain insurance meeting all the requirements
stated herein, and Contractor shall ensure that Entity is an additional insured on insurance required from
subcontractors.

Special Risks or Circumstances
Entity reserves the right to modify these requirements, including limits, based on the nature of the risk, prior
experience, insurer, coverage, or other special circumstances.

Staff recommends that the City Council:
1. Approve the purchase of 2018 Vactor 2100 Plus Combination Truck from Haaker Equipment
Company in the amount of $443,202.18; and
2. Authorize the City Manager to sign the purchase documents on behalf of the City.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

Staff requests that the City Council approve the purchase of a 2018 Vactor 2100 Plus Combination Truck
from Haaker Equipment Company. Currently the Public Works Department operates a 1983 Vactor
truck that is 34 years old and in need of upgrades and repairs. The City will purchase the new 2018 truck
for $443,202.18 utilizing the pricing from the National Joint Powers Alliance (NJPA). The City is a
member of the NJPA which entitles the City the opportunity to purchase off of nationally, competitively
solicited contracts. The FY 2017/18 budget currently has $443,202.18 appropriated for the purchase of

the vehicle in the Sewer and Disposal Funds.

BACKGROUND:

The Public Works Department purchased a used 1983 Vactor combination truck approximately 20 years
ago. In 2006 a new diesel engine was retrofitted into the truck in order to meet stricter air quality standards.
The truck is still in operation however due to age, the truck is no longer dependable and it requires frequent
repair. The truck took well over an hour to start during the last big sewer overflow event. The City has also
needed to contract out cleaning services because the current Vactor does not have the capability to
effectively clean some of the tougher clogs or vacuum the deeper lines and sumps.

Staff researched the three leading combination cleaning trucks which are Vactor, Vac-Con, and Camel.
The vendors were contacted and asked to provide demonstrations of their trucks. Public Works staff
reviewed each truck and were able to operate the trucks in the field. While all of the three trucks performed
well, staff provided feedback recommending the Vactor truck. Some of the features that were noted are the
Vactor only has one motor that operates the entire system and runs quieter than the others. It was noted
that the Vactor will save up to 34% of fuel compared to the other models with two motors. The Vactor
truck has a large positive displacement blower that allows for suction down to the depths of 60 feet which
is beneficial when accessing deep mains, manholes and lift stations. The blower is direct drive eliminating
fan belts and hydrostatic drives. The Vactor also has the front hose reel mounted on a swivel to allow use
at all angles without swinging out to the side of the truck allowing the operator to stand in front of the
vehicle where it is much safer. Another benefit to note is Haaker Equipment has a large inventory of parts
and 13 trucks to provide quick and efficient service.

Staff obtained the pricing utilizing the NJPA and is based upon the NJPA Cooperative Purchasing
Agreement — Contract #022014-FSC. NIJPA’s cooperative contract purchasing leverages the national
purchasing power of more than 50,000 member agencies while also streamlining the required purchasing
process. As a municipal national contracting agency, NJPA establishes and provides nationally leveraged
and competitively solicited purchasing contracts under the guidance of the Uniform Municipal Contracting
Law. Joint Powers laws enable members to legally purchase through their awarded contracts. This process
is optimum for the purchasing of this type of complex equipment. Each combination truck vendor has their
own unique equipment so it is hard to create specifications for bidding and comparison. There is no
negotiating the prices with the vendors as NJPA has already established set pricing through a thorough
RFP process. Haaker Equipment Company is the Central California Vactor approved vendor.

The new Vactor truck will be utilized initially to start cleaning the City’s extensive storm drain network.
The new State MS4 standards require the City to eliminate any solid waste pollutants from all storm water
sources. In January 2016 the City Council adopted Ordinance 1166 adopting the new State MS4 standards
allowing the City to enforce Water Quality Order No. 2013-0001-DWQ. The combination truck will not
only allow for lines to be jetted with high pressure water, the truck will also have the ability to vacuum up
large amount of debris. The truck will also have a hydro-excavator that can be used to expose broken main
lines and clean drains utilizing a high pressure water stream. The new Vactor will be a real asset to the
Public Works Department and will serve the community for many years to come.

REASON FOR RECOMMENDATION:

The Vactor truck being replaced is approximately 34 years old and is no longer efficient and effective. The
existing Vactor truck will be placed into a reserve status until a disposition can be determined. The new
combination cleaning truck will allow Public Works to better manage the extensive underground
infrastructure without having to contract out services.



FISCAI, IMPACT:
The FY2017/18 budget has existing appropriations in the Sewer and Disposal Funds of $443,202.18 for the
purchase of a combination cleaner truck. The total cost of the Vactor 2100 Plus truck from Haaker

Equipment Company is $443,202.18. The purchase of the Vactor truck will be completed using NJPA
Cooperative Purchasing Agreement — Contract #022014-FSC.

ALTERNATIVES:

Do not approve the budget amendment and purchase and staff will return with recommendations to
purchase a new combination cleaning truck. The pricing will increase in January 2018 approximately 3%.

ACTIONS FOLLOWING APPROVAL:

Once approved the City Manager will sign the sales contract on behalf of the City and the process for
building the new combination cleaning truck will begin. The expected time of delivery for the new
combination truck is estimated to be 180 — 270 days.

Measure L established the election of council members by district rather than at-large and provided
that the electors within each district vote only for the council member from that district, established the
position of the mayor be directly elected at large, and the term of the mayor’s position to be for a
pericd of two years, beginning with the election of November 2012. Ordinance No. 1113 was adopted
with the approval of Measure L. Additionally, Ordinance No. 1113 created four single council

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SANGER
ESTABLISHING THE ELECTION OF CITY COUNCIL MEMBERS “BY”
DISTRICTS, CREATING FOUR (4) SINGLE COUNCIL MEMBER DISTRICTS
FROM WHICH THE ELECTORS WITHIN EACH DISTRICT MAY VOTE ONLY
FOR THE COUNCIL MEMBER FROM THAT DISTRICT, AND PROVIDING
FOR THE DIRECT ELECTION OF THE MAYOR BY THE VOTERS

The City Council of the City of Sanger does ordain as follows:

1. This Ordinance is enected pursuent to California Government Code
sections 34870 st seq. and Califomia Elections Code sactions 4000 ef seq., and shall
be subject to approval by the voters of the City of Sanger at the regular general election
scheduled for November 2, 2010, If this Ordinance is not approved by the voters at
such election, it shall be deemead void.

2, For the purposes of electing City Council Members, the City shall be
divided into four (4) Councll Member districts. The members of the City Council shall
reside in the respective Council Member disfricts "by” which they are to be elected. The
electors within each district may vote only for the Council Member from that district.
The temmn for Councll Member positions shall be for a period of four years.

3. The position of Mayor shall be directly elected at large by a vote of all
electors residing within the four (4) Council Member districts. The term of the Mayor's
position shall be for a period of two vears.

4, The boundaries of the four (4) Council Member districts are described as
follows, and as represented on the attached Exhibit A:

District Election Boundaries
District 1

The wast, north and east boundaries shall be the Sanger City Limits. The south boundary
beging at the interesction of the weet Clity Limits and the north side of the Fowler-Switch Canal;
thence northeasterly along the north side of the Fowler-Switch Canal to its intereection with the
centerline of Bethel Avenue; thence south along the centerline of Bathel Avenue to its
intersection with the centerline of Flith Street; thence eastery along the centerline of Fifth Street
fo its interseciion with the centerline of Lyon Avenue; thence north along the centerline of Lyon
Avenue to iis intersection with the centeriine of Fourth Street; thence along the centerline of
Fourth Strset to its intersection with the centerline of West Avenue; thenca northerly zlong the
centeriine of West Avenue to its intersection with the north line of Northhomes subdivision as
shown on map recorded in Book 12 of Plats at Page 82, Fresno County Recerds; thence
easterly elong the north line of Northhomes subdivigion to its intersection with the centerline of
O Sireet; thence northeriy along the centeriine of O Street to its intersection with the centerline
of Church Avenue; thence southmasterly aiong the centerline of Church Avenue to its



intersection with the centerline of Academy Avenue; thence northeasterly along the centerline of
Academy Avenue to its intersaction with the centerline of Church Avenue; thence east along the
centerline of Church Avenue to its intersection with the east boundary of the City Limits.

District 2

The west and east boundaries shall be the Sanger Clty Limits. The north boundary begins at
the intersection of the west City Limits and the north side of the Fowler-S8witch Canal, thence
northeasierly along the north side of the Fowler-Switch Canal to iis intersection with the
centerline of Bethel Avenue; thence scuth along the centerine of Bethel Avenue to its
intersection with the centerline of Fifth Street; thence easterly along the centerline of Fifth Street
to its intersection with the centerline of Lyon Avenue; thence north along the centerline of Lyon
Avenue to its intersection with the centerline of Fourth Streat; thence along the centerline of
Fourth Street to its intersection with the centeriine of West Avenue; thence northerly along the
centerline of West Avenue to its intersection with the north line of Nerthhomes subdivision as
shown on map recorded in Book 12 of Plats at Page 92, Fresno County Records; thence
easterly along the north line of Northhomes subdivision to its intersection with the centerline of
O Street; thence nertherly along the centerline of O Street to its intersection with the centerline
of Church Avenue; thence southeasterly along the centeriine of Church Avenue to its
intersection with the centerline of Academy Avenue; thence northeasterly along the centerline of
Academy Avenue to its intersection with the centerline of Church Avenus; thence east along the
centerline of Church Avenus to its intersection with the east boundary of the City Limits.

The south boundary begins at the intersection of the west City limit line and the centerline of
Ninth Street; thence east along the centerline of Ninth Street to its intersectlon with the
centerline of Lyon Avenue; thence north along the centerline of Lyon Avenue to its intersection
with the centerline of Webster Avenue; thence east along the centerline of Webster Avenue to
its intersection with the centerline of West Avenue; thence south along the centerline of West
Avenue to its intersection with the centerline of Eighth Street; thence nertheasterly along the
centeriine of Eighth Avenue to its intereection with the centerline of Academy Avenue; thence
northwesterly along the centerline of Academy Avenue to its intersection with the centerline of
Seventh Street; thence Northeasterly along the center line of Seventh Street to its point of
intersection with the centerline of “L" Street; thence southeasterly along the centerline of “L*
Street to its intersection with the centerline of Eighth Street; thence northeasterly along the
centerline of Eighth Street to its intersection with the east boundary of the City Limits.

District 3

The west and east boundaries shall be the Sanger City Limits The south boundary begins at the
intersection of the west City limit line and the centerline of Ninth Street; thence sast along the
centerline of Ninth Street to its intersection with the centerline of Lyon Avenue: thence north
along the centerline of Lyon Avenue to its intersection with the centerline of Webster Avenue;
thence east along the centerline of Webster Avenue to its intersection with the centerline of
West Avenue; thence south along the centerline of West Avenue to its intersection with the
centerline of Eighth Street; thence northeasterly aiong the centerline of Eighth Avenue to its
intersection with the centerline of Academy Avenue; thence northwesterly along the centerline
of Academy Avenue to its Intersection with the centerline of Seventh Street; thence
Northeasterly along the center line of Seventh Street to its point of intersection with the
centerline of “L" Street; thence southeasterly along the centerline of “L” Street to its intersection
with the centerline of Eighth Street; thence northeasterly along the centerline of Eighth Street to
its intersection with the east boundary of the City Limits.



The south boundary begins at the intersection of the west City Limit line and the northwest
corner of Tract No. 5174, Sanger Ranch, Phase 1 as per map thereof recorded in Book 69 of
Plats at Pages 39 and 40, Fresno County Records; thence east along the north line of said
Tract No. 5174 and continuing east along the centerline of Almond Avenue to its intersection
with the centerline of Greenwood Avenue; thence south aslong tha centariine of Greenwood Ave,
to iis intersection with the canterline of Fourteenth Streef; thence east along the centerline of
Fourteenth Street to its intersection with the centeriine of Sanger Avenue; thence north along
the centerline of Sanger Avenue to its Intersection with the centerline of Twelfth Streat; thence
northeasterly along the centerline of Twelfth Street to its intersection with the centerline of “N’
Street; thence southeasterly along the centerline of “N" Street to its intersection with the
centerline of Annadale Avenue; thence east along the centerline of Annadale Avenue to its
intersection with the east boundary of the City Limits.

District 4

The west, south and east boundaries shall be the Sanger City Limits. The north boundary
begins at the Intersection of the west City Limit line and the northwest cormner of Tract No. 5174,
Sanger Ranch, Phase 1 as per map thereof recorded in Book 69 of Plats at Pages 39 and 40,
Fresno County Records; thence east along the north line of said Tract No. 5174 and continuing
east along the centerline of Aimond Avenue to its intersection with the centerline of Greenwood
Avenue, thence south along the centerline of Greenwood Ave. fo its intersection with the
centerline of Fourteenth Street; thence east along the centerline of Fourteenth Street to its
intersection with the centerline of Sanger Avenue; thence north along the centerline of Sanger
Avenue to its intersection with the centarline of Twelfth Street; thence northeasterly along the
centerline of Twelfth Street to its intersection with the centerine of “N” Street; thence
southeasterly along the centeriine of “N” Street to its intersection with the centerline of Annadale
Avenue, thence east along the centerline of Annadale Avenue io its intersection with the east
boundary of the Clty Limits.

5. In recognition of the fact that the population of the City has increased
substantially since the last redistricting, and that the current districts are out of balance
by popuiation, new district boundaries are necessary to bring the districts into balance
by general population and by ethnic distribution. The City Council finds that the four (4)
new districts are both demographically and ethnicaily balanced as required by law.

6. For the purposes of the next two general elections, the Council Members
from the old districts shall be assigned to new districts as follows:

a. The current representative from District | shall be designated as the
representative of the new District 2. The next election for this district shall be in
November 2012.

b. The current representative from District Il shall be designated as
the representative of the new District 4. The next election for this district shall be in
November 2014.



c. The current representative from District il shall be designated as
the representative of the new District 1. The next election for this district shall be in
November 2012.

d. The current representative of District IV shall be designated as the
representative of the new District 3. The next election for this district shall be in
November 2014.

e. The cutrent representative of District V shall be designated as the
Mayor’s position in November 2012. The next election for the office of Mayor shall be in
November 2012.

7. This Ordinance shall become effective 30 days following its passage, and
only when approved by a majority of voters at the November 2010 general election.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SANGER AMENDING CHAP-
TER 2-ADMINISTRATION- OF THE SANGER CITY CODE BY AMENDING SECTION 2-29
REGARDING ELECTION OF COUNCIL MEMBERS BY DISTRICT

WHEREAS, at the election of November 2, 2010, the voters of the City of Sanger approved
Measure L and thereby approved the City’s Ordinance No. 1113, which divided the City into.
four council districts by legal descriptions and a map, provided for election of four council
members by district rather than at-large, and provided for direct election at large of the City's
mayor by all of the City’s voters, beginning with the City’s elections of November 2012; and

WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 1113 was codified as Section 2-29 of the Sanger Municipal Code
(“Section 2-29"); and

WHEREAS, following the 2010 federal census and in accordance with California Elections Code
Section 21601 et seq. (“Section 21601"), this City Council commissioned a redistricting demo-
graphic study by recognized experts in the field and appointed a 7-member committee to con-
sider the study and make recommendations to this Council on possible adjustments to the
boundaries of the council districts; and

WHEREAS, this Council has held two public hearings on that committee’s recommended ad-
justments to the council district boundaries enacted by Ordinance No. 1113; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that it is in the best interest of the City to adjust
the legal descriptions and map of the council districts contained in Section 2-29 so that, as re-
quired by Section 21601, the districts shall be as nearly equal in population as may be and shall
comply with the applicable provisions of Section 1973 of Title 42 of the United States Code, as
amended; and

WHEREAS, the City Council is empowered by Elections Code section 21600 et seg. to adjust the
council district boundaries to meet the requirements of Section 21601 without a vote of the pec-
ple; and

WHEREAS, in proposing the adjusted council district boundzaries shown below the City Coun-
cil has given consideration to the results of the 2010 federal census and the factors of (a) topog-
raphy, (b) geography, (c) cohesiveness, contiguity, integrity, and compactness of territary, and
(d) community of interests of the districts; and

THEREFORE, the City Council of the City of Sanger does ordain as follows:



Section 1. The foregoing recitals are adopted as true and correct.

Section 2. Section 2-29 of Article I of Chapter 2 of the Sanger City Code is hereby amended by
amending subsection (d) thereof to read in its entirety as follows:

(d) The boundaries of the four councilmember districts are described as follows, and as
represented on the attached Exhibit A:

District Election Boundaries

District 1

The region bounded and described as follows: Beginning at the point of intersection of
Greenwood Ave and 9th St, and proceeding northerly along Greenwood Ave to 4th St, and
proceeding easterly along 4th St to West Ave, and proceeding northerly along West Ave to
Church Ave, and proceeding easterly and southeasterly along Church Ave to Academy
Ave, and proceeding northerly along Academy Ave to Union Pacific Railroad, and
continuing northwesterly along the Railroad to the Fowler Switch Canal, and proceeding
northeasterly along the Canal to the City northern border, and proceeding easterly and
southerly along the City border to Rainbow Ave, and proceeding westerly along Rainbow
Ave and 8th St to K St, and proceeding southerly along K St to 9th St, and proceeding
westerly along 9th 5t to the point of beginning,

District 2

The region bounded and described as follows: Beginning at the point of intersection of
Rainbow Ave and the City's eastern border, proceeding westerly along Rainbow Ave and
8th 5t to K St, and proceeding southerly along K St to 9th St, and proceeding westerly
along %th St to O St, and proceeding southerly along O St to 14th St, and proceeding
westerly along 14th 5t to Fark Ave, and proceeding southerly along Park Ave to Cherry
Ave, and proceeding westerly along Cherry Ave to De Witt Ave, and proceeding southerly
along De Witt Ave to North Ave, and proceeding easterly along North Ave to W Metzler
Dr, and proceeding southerly along W Metzler Dr to Lime Ave and the City border, and
proceeding easterly, northerly, easterly, southerly, easterly, and northerly along the City
border to the point of beginning,

District 3

The region bounded and described as follows: Beginning at the point of intersection of
Jensen Ave and Greenwood Avenue, and proceeding northerly along Greenwood Ave to
4th 5t, and proceeding easterly along 4th St to West Ave, and proceeding northerly along
West Ave to Church Ave, and proceeding easterly and southeasterly along Church Ave to
Academy Ave, and proceeding northerly along Academy Ave to Union Pacific Railroad,
and continuing northwesterly along the Raflroad to the Fowler Switch Canal, and
proceeding northeasterly along the Canal to the City northemn border, and proceeding



westerly and southerly along the City's northern and western border to the Fowler Switch
Canal, and proceeding northeasterly along the Canal to Jensen Ave, and proceeding
easterly along Jensen Ave to the point of beginning.

District 4

The region bounded and described as follows: Beginning at the point of intersection of
Greenwood Ave and Jensen Ave, and proceeding southerly along Greenwood Ave to 9th
St, and proceeding easterly along 9th St to O St, and proceeding southerly alang O St to
14th St, and proceeding westerly alang 14th St to Park Ave, and proceeding southerly
along Park Ave to Cherry Ave, and proceeding westerly along Cherry Ave o De Witt Ave,
and proceeding southerly along De Witt Ave to E North Ave, and proczeding easterly
along North Ave to W Metzler Dr, and proceeding zoutherly along W Metzler Dr to the
City border, and proceeding southerly, westerly, northerly, westerly, northerly, westerly,
and northerly to the intersection of the City's western border and Fowler Switch Canal,
and proceeding northeasterly along the Canal to Jensen Ave, and proceeding easterly
along Jensen Ave to the point of beginning,

Section 3. Section 2-29 of Article IT of Chapter 2 of the Sanger City Code is further amended by
adding subsections (g) and (h) thereto, to read in their entirety as follows:

() The City Clerk is authorized to make necessary non-substantive technical corrections
or adjustments to the council district boundaries established by this section if such
corrections or adjustments are necessary to conform to the redistricting plan adopted by
the City Council.

(h) Fellowing each decennial federal census, and using that census as a basis, the City
Council shall, by ordinance and in accordance with California Elections Code section
21600 et geq., adiust the boundaries of the councilmember districts established by this
section and such ordinance shall not require voter approval.

Section 4. The City Clerk shall certify to the adoption of this Ordinance and cause i, or a
summary of i, to be published once within 15 days of adoption in a newspaper of general
circulation printed and published within the City of Sanger. and shall post a certified copy of
this Ordinance, including the vote for and against the same, in the Office of the City Clerk in
accordance with Government Code § 36933. Any summary of this Ordinance must be approved
by the City Attorney before its publication.

Section 5. Severability. If any provision of this Ordinance qr the application thereof to any
person or circumstance is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect other provisions, or
applications of this Ordinance that can be given effect without the invalid provision or



application, and to this end, the provisions of this Ordinance are severable, The City Council
hereby declares that it would have adopted this Ordinance irrespective of the invalidity of any
particular portion thereof.

Section 6. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall take effect on the thirty-first (31*) day after its
adoption,
